Another reason why buying food cards is a good 
idea:  E approached HAC to assist her with her 
September’s rent share.  She has been working to 
increase her income over the last year and recently 
received a rent share increase for her voucher.  E 
will be able to maintain her voucher moving forward 
but was unable to meet the new amount for the 
month of September and November due to 
scheduled costs in those months.  We utilized $500 
of Private Prevention to make up the difference 
between her old rent share and her new rent share 
for these two months to preserve her housing.  She 
is working with her program worker to complete 
budgeting education.
